Once the air is out of the system. Push the hard line in fully to 

seal the bleeder port and check the clutch pedal has a normal 

operation.

Connect a bleeder line to the nipple and partially remove the hard 

line from the extension pipe to allow the fluid to flow out the 

bleeder port.

Fill the reservoir with fluid and allow the fluid to gravity bleed. 

Once fluid is flowing, use your hand to slowly depress the pedal 

by ¾ stroke and back checking the reservoir level. Continue 

until no more air bubbles are flowing.
